CLASSES 
Classes will begin on Thursday at 1:00 pm and end on Sunday at noon. One hour is allotted for 

lunch/dinner for classes longer than 4 hours. Your class form is included with the book. Make 

your selections carefully. Do not put down a basket you donôt want to make! Please choose 5 bas-

kets in the order of first choice, second choice etc per day. Please include a self addressed 

stamped envelope when you mail back the form!!  

We do our best to give you your top choices. A few of the teachers are teaching two baskets simul-

taneously and the baskets may be offered on more than one day. So look at the schedule of classes 

carefully. 

Class Fees 

3-hour class fee is $15.00 

4-hour class fee is $20.00 

6-hour class fee is $30.00 

8-10-hour class fee is $40.00 

The class fee does not include materials. Each basket has the material fee listed. Do not include 

any money for classes until you receive your class assignments and confirmation from Baskets 'N 

the Works. 

LODGING 
All rooms are reserved already for us. Please do not call the hotel to book a room. You will not 

receive the discount rate! Room fees are-$90.00 per night for single occupancy and $95.00 per 

night for double occupancy (not per person-this is the total cost per night) plus 17% tax. We also 

have suites available. The suites include a king bed with a sofa fold out double bed, a small kitchen 

with a microwave and a small fridge. The cost of the suites is $169.00 per night plus 17% tax. 

Please note the tax rate is subject to change according to my contract! At this time it is 17%.        
I do not expect the rate to change nor does the hotel..but I have to make you aware of this possibil-

ity.  

A form for the rooms is included. Please fill it out (please print clearly) and return it to Baskets 'N 

the Works. Be sure to include the name of the person sharing the room. Include one check for the 

total nights (example 3 nights x $90.00-+17% tax for single occupancy and $95.00 x number of 

nights plus 17% tax). Share a room and split the cost! The cost per night for a double occupancy is 

approximately $56.00 per person when you share the cost!. You canôt get a cheap room for that 

price! The checks for the rooms must be received at the store by November 15th!  The checks will 

not be cashed until January 5th. I am sorry we cannot accept credit cards for the rooms. There will 

be no refunds for the rooms after December 1st 2009!   

OPEN WEAVE 
Last year we were able to offer space for weavers to work on their projects when not in class. Un-

fortunately not many weavers utilized this space. This year if we have room we will designate a 

small space for the open weave.
